To create a tobacco-free society, the tobacco-free Uttarakhand programme is being run under
which the state government has set a target of reducing the consumption of tobacco by 15 per
cent by the year 2025.

Speaking on the occasion, Uttarakhand Health and Education Minister Dhan Singh Rawat said that
an awareness campaign is being carried out in different parts of the state under tobacco-free
Uttarakhand.
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
