Why in News?

According to the Uttar Pradesh State Industrial Development Authority (UPSIDA), the Uttar
Pradesh government is setting up a pharma park in Lalitpur, Bundelkhand, covering 1,472-acre
across five villages.

The establishment of the Pharma park and the acceleration of associated projects mark a 
strategic move by the Uttar Pradesh government towards fostering industrial growth
and economic development.

Key Points

The plan will unfold in two phases, with an initial focus on immediate development efforts covering
300 acres of land.

The villages identified for the survey include Saidpur, Gadolikala, Largan, Karounda,
and Rampur.

Surveying techniques include oil testing, contour mapping and topographical
investigation.

The utilisation of modern surveying techniques underscores a commitment to
precision and efficiency in the planning and execution of these initiatives.

UPSIDA is also taking steps to expedite development projects at site-1 and site-2 in Orai, along
with the Plastic City project in Dibiyapur.

The plastic park, spread across 274.4 acres, encompasses industrial units,
residential areas, and basic infrastructure.
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
