Increase in Monthly Pension amount given to Journalists

Why in News?

On 11 April 2023, Haryana Chief Minister Manohar Lal Khattar, taking an important decision in the interest
of journalists, proposed to increase the pension amount to the recognized media personnel above 60
years of age under the 'Journalist Pension Scheme'.

Key Points

The amount of pension received by journalists will now be increased in proportion to the increase
in DA as per the norms fixed by the Central Government.

It is known that on 26 October 2017, Chief Minister Manohar Lal started the 'Journalist Pension
Scheme'. Under this scheme, a monthly pension is being given to recognized media personnel
above 60 years of age.

According to the eligibility criteria for this scheme, journalists must have 20 years of experience
and must be recognized by the Haryana Government for a period of 5 years.

Apart from this, along with insurance schemes for journalists, free travel facilities in Haryana
transport buses, and media centres have also been set up in every district so that media persons
can discharge their duties without any inconvenience.
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
